Extraordinary Heroes during EMS week  
 
Fort Lauderdale, Fla. – In every community 
across America, special men and women  
deal with life threatening emergencies every 
day. Some are doctors and nurses – like those 
on staff at North Ridge Medical Center. 
 
Others are the Emergency Medical Services personnel, the 
first responders who may be called upon at any hour of the 
day - any day -- to deal with a health emergency or critical 
injury. 
 
These are the “Extraordinary Heroes” that North Ridge 
Medical Center honored during EMS Week.

Appreciation Awards were presented by Dianne 
Aleman to the EMS Fire & Rescue departments for the cities 
of Oakland Park, Pompano Beach, Fort Lauderdale, 
Deerfield Beach and Margate.  Additional awards were 
presented to AMR, American Ambulance, and Medic for their 
service. 
 
“They are a vital part of the community -- to people who 
suffer life-threatening illnesses and injuries and to the doctors 
and nurses who treat them when they arrive at the hospital,” 
said Aleman. 
 
“Access to quality emergency care dramatically improves the 
survival and recovery rate of those who experience sudden 
illness or injury,” she noted. 
 
The relationship between EMS and North Ridge Medical 
Center is “one of mutual respect,” said EMS Chief Donald 
Widing of the Oakland Park Fire & Rescue Department.  
“When we transport someone who has called 911, it is nice to 
know that a friendly face will be waiting for us at North Ridge.  
Particularly in the middle of the night, it’s important to know 
that we will be received by someone who knows us. You get 
to feel a bond. That is how we feel.” 
 
Widing said his EMS crew considers North Ridge Medical 
Center the “host hospital” for its patients.  “We have learned 
to communicate effectively with each other,” he said. “We 
want to make sure we follow the best procedures, and to be 
as advanced as possible.” 
 
Since 1975, North Ridge Medical Center has been committed 
to helping South Florida residents live longer and healthier 
lives.

REAL ESTATE PROPERTY TAXES

By the time our newsletter is distributed the 
Legislature should have devised a tax reform bill for our 
Governor to sign.   In the hopes that our Legislative Bodies 
have “done” what all Floridians want them to do, and   that 
is “lower our taxes”.   We as residents need to be aware 
THAT “tax reform” is just the FIRST step. 
 

Our property taxes are based on the “Assessed 
Value” of our properties. In order for you to know what that 
number is and exactly what you are being taxed on, you 
need to go to the Broward County Property Appraisers 
website (http://www.bcpa.net ) and type your name or 
address in the spaces provided and pull up your property.    

 
Once you have found that magic number, you as 

an informed property owner can take more control over the 
real estate taxes that will be levied on your property.     
Assessed Values are supposed to be the “fair market”   
value of your property. The market has been on a steady 
decline but our property values are still increasing. Why is 
this???          

 
If you feel that your assessed value is “too high”    

you can file a petition with the Property Appraiser’s office 
to have the value lowered.  Every property is different, so 
your property could be high and your next door neighbor’s 
house could be extremely low or vice versa.  Our  “Trim”  
notices come out in August and you have until the first 
week of September to file the petition so make sure you 
place a note on your calendar to review your “Proposed 
Tax Bill” (or Trim Notice) when it is delivered to your home. 

 
You can file the petition even though the lowering 

of your “Assessed Value” would not lower your taxes 
because you have “Save your Home” and purchased your 
property before 2000.     

 
Remember, if you do want to sell your house the 

New Owner will be assessed on the “Assessed Value” and 
not the “Save your Home” value.   So the property that is 
“assessed” lower would have a less tax burden on the 
New Owner, which would be a good selling point. 

 
We need to keep a watchful eye on all of our 

elected officials, and the Broward County Property 
Appraiser is elected, so we as tax payers are receiving 
exactly what we are paying for and are not being 
overcharged or over assessed.
