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Despite a declaration by the National Weather Service 
that South Florida is now in the rainy season, Phase III 

Water Restrictions, imposed by the South Florida 
Water Management District (SFWMD), remain in 
effect. The district has declared an extreme water 

shortage for eastern Broward and Palm Beach 
Counties. Most parts of Broward County are entering 
the rainy season with deficits in rainfall of more than 
six inches. The rainy season usually begins in mid-
May and continues through mid-October. Current 

Phase III water restrictions apply to residents who get 
their water from public utilities, private wells, canals, 

ponds and lakes. Restrictions mandate:�
�

• Outdoor watering and car washing is now limited to 
ONE DAY a week.�

�

• ODD-number addresses  can use water for irrigation 
on Saturdays  from 4 a.m. to 8 a.m. �

�

• EVEN-number addresses  can use water for 
irrigation and car washing on Sundays  from 4 a.m. to 

8 a.m. �
�

• Low-volume, spot-watering, using a hose with an 
automatic shut-off nozzle, is allowed from 4 to 8 

a.m. and 5 p.m. to 7 p.m. on the designated 
landscape watering days. �

�

• Additional watering days and times also have been 
allowed for new landscaping over a 30-day 

establishment period.�

DON’T IRRITATE 

 Every year, many people sustain injuries and suffer 
needless pain due to accidents involving fireworks, and it’s 
an especially common problem during Independence Day 
celebrations. The best way to stay safe is to avoid using 
fireworks and attend a professionally staged display instead. 

It’s important to remember that most fireworks are not 
legal for home-use in Florida.  Generally speaking, any 
devices that fly or explode are unlawful. 

If you do decide to use sparklers or any other sort of 
fireworks as part of your holiday celebrations, keep these 
tips in mind: 

·  Always read and follow label directions.  
·  Always have an adult present.  
·  Buy from reliable sellers.  
·  Only ignite fireworks outdoors.  
·  Always have water handy.  
·  Never experiment or make your own fireworks.  
·  Light only one firework at a time.  
·  Never re-light a dud firework (wait 15 to 20 minutes 

and then soak it in a bucket of water).  
·  Never give sparklers or any fireworks to small 

children.  
·  If necessary, store fireworks in a cool, dry place.  
·  Never throw or point fireworks at other people.  
·  Never carry fireworks in your pocket.  
·  Wear eye protection and never have any part of the 

body over the firework.  
·  Stay away from illegal explosives.

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BSO Oakland Park  District  
Chief’s Message

Summer Break for our local schools is quickly  
approaching and there will be an increased  
amount of our children playing and riding  
bicycles within the neighborhoods. For this reason, the 
BSO/Oakland Park District is encouraging our residents to 
use extra care and be watchful for children when driving 
through the neighborhoods. In order to protect our children 
from the dangers of vehicle traffic, parents need to teach 
them pedestrian and bicycle safety.  
 
Here are some tips for pedestrian and bicycle safety:  

·  Many child pedestrians are killed or injured trying to 
cross a road from between parked cars. Always 
cross at a corner and explain to your child why to 
make this choice.  

·  When a light turns green, a pedestrian should stop at 
the curb, look around to make sure that traffic is 
stopped before crossing a street.  

·  When walking along sidewalks, pay attention to 
driveways. Cars can approach from these areas, and 
if drivers are backing out of a driveway, they might 
not be aware of pedestrians on the sidewalk.  

·  Never walk diagonally across a road or intersection.  
Model the behavior you want your child to copy. 

·  When walking on roads with no sidewalks, 
pedestrians should walk close to the edge of the 
road, facing the traffic. 

·  Make sure your child wears clothing that is visible. 
Bright colors increase visibility during the day, light 
colored clothing or reflective material will help 
increase visibility at night. 

·  Bicycles should be equipped with reflectors and lights 
in order to increase their visibility to motorists. Florida 
State Law requires lights for bicycles being ridden at 
night. 

·  Wear bicycle helmets when riding a bicycle. Florida 
State Law 316.2065 mandates that children under 
the age of 16 wear a helmet when riding a bicycle.  

In addition to summer vacation, Hurricane season has begun 
and the current predictions are for a very active season in the 
Atlantic. Because of our geographical location, South Florida 
faces the risk of being hit by one of these deadly storms.  
 
The men and women of the BSO/Oakland Park District are 
well prepared to respond to such an event through planning, 
coordination and training. Are you ready? Now is the time to 
prepare. 
 
The Broward Sheriff’s Office has created a Hurricane Guide 
and safety video which is posted on www.sheriff.org  for our 
residents and visitors alike to learn how to prepare them and 
their families for these storms.

I’m sure you all know the drill by now, but if you are new to 
South Florida and are not sure of the unpleasantness of 
being without the basics we are all accustomed to heed the 
warnings and prepare to be self-sufficient or even better, be 
in a position to help your less fortunate neighbors. 
 
You need plenty of canned food and a manual can opener. 
Have several battery-powered radios, flashlights, lanterns 
with extra batteries. Small battery-operated TV’s are great. 
Check your first aid kit and update expired meds. 
Inspect your shutters and get them handy. 
Remove damaged limbs from trees, dispose of trimmings. 
Fill your propane tanks for your grill or purchase a camp 
stove. Use these only outdoors away from windows. 
Prepare your chainsaw with gas and oil. 
If you have a generator, start it and be sure it is operational.

  As you prepare supplies 
  for hurricane season,  
  hope for 3, plan for 7:  
  assume that you will  
  need supplies for a  
  minimum of 3 days , but 
  stock enough for 7 days.  
  Begin gathering your  
  hurricane supplies at the 
  start of the season in June, 
  especially drinking water (at 
  least one gallon per person 
  per day, and have at least a 
  7-day supply). Water is  
  generally the first  
  commodity to disappear 
  from store shelves when a 
  hurricane is approaching.
