     Decomposing pet waste absorbs oxygen from the 

water, which kills fish and plant life.  
     Proper disposal of pet waste helps prevents 
storm water pollution, keeps our waterways healthy, 
makes neighborhoods more inviting for those who  en-

joy out door walks, and is respectful of other peopleôs  
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property.  

      In much the same way the small sources of pollution 
add up to a large problem, small efforts on your part can 

add up to a  big component of the overall solution to im-
proving the quality of our water source. The problem can 

only be solved with everyoneôs help.  
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             SFWMD Declares Water Shortage as Regional 

Levels Continue Falling  

Residential landscape irrigation: Two days a week for all of 

South Florida  
    With regional water levels falling and no significant rainfall fore-

cast in the coming weeks, South Florida Water Management District 

(SFWMD) Executive Director Carol Ann Wehle signed orders declar-

ing a water shortage in South Florida.  

ñDuring this record-breaking dry season, these actions are critical 

to protect our regionôs water resources,ò said SFWMD Executive 

Director Carol Ann Wehle. ñThis is a time for cooperation and 

shared adversity. The District will continue monitoring water levels 

to determine if additional actions are needed in the coming weeks 

for resource protection during the remainder of the dry season   

The water shortage orders, which are effective on Saturday, March 

26, include:  

Å A two-day-a-week schedule for residential landscape irrigation 

throughout the District. Helping to relieve impacts on surface and 

groundwater sources, the order provides consistency for the Dis-

trictôs 7.7 million residents. It is also consistent with Floridaôs neigh-

boring water management districts and municipalities that are cur-

rently following a two -day watering schedule. Landscape irrigation 

accounts for half of all potable (drinking) water use in South Flori-

da.  

Å A 15-percent cutback for all agricultural, nursery and diversion 

and impoundment surface water users within the Lake Okeechobee 

Service Area (LOSA).  

¶ An Operational Order for District operation of certain bypass 

structures in the southern Indian Prairie Water Use Basin. This 

action is necessary to implement the LOSA cutbacks and en-

sure equitable distribution and deery of water to the Seminole 

Tribeôs Brighton Reservation pursuant to the Compact and to 

other users in the basin.  

A 15-percent cutback for golf course irrigation in Okeechobee, St. 

Lucie, Martin, Palm Beach, Broward, Miami-Dade Monroe, Collier, 

Glades, Hendry and Lee counties.  

Å Phase I water restrictions for agricultural, nursery and diversion 

and impoundment permittees that use or divert surface and ground  

water in Broward and Palm Beach counties. Withdrawals from sur-

face waters by specified users will be reduced 15 percent, and agri-

cultural and nursery operations will limit the hours of irrigation.

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SMOKE ALARMS:  
Oakland Park Fire Rescue   
   Do an audit of your homeôs smoke alarms. (If you 
donôt have UL listed smoke alarms, make a plan to 
install them on each level of the home, especially 
near sleeping areas).  
     Check placement: Smoke rises, so smoke alarms 

should be located on a ceiling or high on a wall. 
Alarms mounted on the ceiling should be at least 

four inches away from the nearest wall and those 

mounted on walls should be 
four to twelve inches down 

from the ceiling.    
    Test your alarms and be 

sure that they can be heard 

in bedrooms even when the 
doors are closed. If not, 

install smoke alarms in the 
bedrooms. Make sure that 

your children know what 

the alarms sound like.  
    Replace alarms that are 

older than 10 years and replace any alarm that has 
been painted over. 

 A good practice:   Change the batteries whenever you 

change the clocks for Daylight Savings Time.  The small cost 

of a battery can save your life.   Contact Fire Prevention if 

you cannot afford batteries for your alarms and we will  

gladly supply them.

      SFWMD Declares Water Shortage as Regional Levels 

Continue Falling  

 users in the southern portion of Miami -Dade County. Users will limit 

the times and hours of irrigation operations.  

Å Cisterns and low-volume irrigation systems ð such as drip, bubble 

and micro-jet systems that apply water directly to plant root zones ð 

may be used at any time, although voluntary reductions are encour-

aged. Irrigation with reclaimed water is exempt.  

     The District has limited or suspended operation of five navigation 

locks on the north shore of Lake Okeechobee due to declining water 

levels in the lake and lock chambers. Lock tenders will not be on duty 

at locks that are closed.  

    Low Rainfall and Current Conditions  

    March continues a dry trend that began with a record rainfall deficit 

in October 2010, which signaled an early start to the 2010 -2011 dry 

season along with moderate-strength La Niña conditions. La Niña is a 

weather phenomenon that often generates below -average rainfall dur-

ing the dry season.  

From October through February, the Districtôs 16-county region re-

ceived a total of 5.69 inches, less than half the average rainfall for that 

five-month period, or 6.54 inches below average. Eastern Palm Beach 

County faced the biggest deficit during that period with a shortfall of 

12.53 inches, or only 32 percent of its average rainfall.  

    Lake Okeechobee is more than two feet below the historical aver-

age for this time of year. Lake levels are expected to dramatically de-

cline as temperatures rise and evapotranspiration rates increase.
