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Common code Violations (Excerpt) ï  

part 1 of 2 
    The purpose of this article is to provide the residents with 
some information on the most common violations that can be 
spotted in our neighborhood.  We will be providing this list in 
two parts.  Below is the first installment.  Should you wish to 
learn more about our Code Enforcement, please go to:

Sec. 13 -32. - Prohibited and declared to be a nui-

sance.      No private property shall be permitted to have any 

refuse to be placed, stored, or accumulated on private prop-
erty including the abutting swale area, unless the same is 
authorized by ordinance or has been previously authorized 
by the chief code enforcement officer. 

Sec. 24 -145. - Required signs.  

Address Numerals:  All residential buildings with four (4) 
dwelling units or less, will have address numerals at least 
three (3) inches high.  All other residential and nonresidential 
buildings shall have address numerals at least ten (10) inch-
es high. In addition nonresidential buildings shall have ad-
dress numerals at least three (3) inches high by rear doors. 

Sec. 4 -22. - Number of dogs . 

     In all residential zoning districts it shall be unlawful to 
house more than three (3) dogs, excluding offspring less 
than four (4) months of age, per dwelling unit. 

Sec. 4 -21. - Excessive barking, howling, etc.  

    It shall be unlawful for any person, or the owner or anyone 
having charge, control or custody thereof, to keep any dog 
within the city limits which howls, yells or barks excessively 
so as to disturb the sleep, peace and quietude of any inhabit-
ant of the city, over a prolonged period of time.. 

Sec. 4 -23. - Supervision and confinement; tether-

ing.  

     It shall be unlawful for any person who owns or any per-
son who is in charge or in control of any dog, cat or other 
animal to confine or tether that animal outdoors during  

periods of extreme weather or during a period during which a hurri-
cane warning or tropical storm warning is in effect. 
      It shall be unlawful for any person who owns or any person  
Who is in charge or in control of any dog, cat or other animal who 
confines that animal outdoors on private property to fail to provide 
the animal with: 
     Food and potable water; and Adequate shelter, which shall 
mean ventilated protection for the animal from the elements and 
which shall provide room for each animal to stand erect, sit, lie 
down and fully turn around; and Periodic supervision, which shall 
mean that each animal is provided with fresh food and potable wa-
ter and inspected for injury or poor health at least once during every 
twelve (12) hours;  

Sec. 24 -94. - Swale areas.  

      Swales in general: definition. The area immediately adjacent to 
the paved road surface extending to the right-of-way line or to the 
edge of the sidewalk is defined as the swale area, and is primarily 
intended for the drainage of the paved roadway by percolation of 
the water through the soil. Swale areas shall not be used for park-
ing vehicles except for parallel parking in R-1 and R-2 districts. 
Swale areas shall not be obstructed in any manner except as per-
mitted pursuant to this Code. The planting of trees is permitted in 
certain swale areas following the review and approval of the pro-
posed locations and tree species by the city's development review 
committee (DRC). Swales shall be maintained by abutting property 
owners. Maintenance shall include the preservation of adequate 
sod and slope. 

Sec. 13 -8. - Placement for collection and removal after 

collection.     Bulk Trash Violations:  Bulk trash shall not be 

placed on the swale for pickup earlier than forty-eight (72) hours 
before the start of scheduled bulk trash collection -- see the Bulk 
Pick-up Map and Schedule  in your manual or on our website -- for 
collection days in your section of the neighborhood. 

Sec. 24.80(I)(3). - Off -street parking  

      Paving: Off-street parking facilities, including access aisles and 
driveways, shall be provided with a pavement having an asphaltic 
or portland cement binder or decorative pavers or turf block over a 
stabilized base.   Parking on Grass is not allowed:  
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
